She works with the Science Center of
lowa and Drake promoting inquiry sci-
ence in the elementary classroom. In
the Science and Children article In-
quiring Minds Do Want to Know (Feb,
2007, co-authored with Dr. Gerlovich)
she describes an inquiry-based les-
son as teaching “more than just about
concepts. It gives students a process
to use when they encounter other problems in and out of the classroom.” In his nominating letter, Dr
Gerlovich describes Kaitlyn as “one of those rare individuals who possess the skills to succeed in
many fields.
